NOV’s AnderDrift™ mechanical survey tool monitors the incli-
nation in vertical wells without the losses in time and capital 
typically associated with such services. The tool allows the driller 
to efficiently and rapidly check the inclination of the well up to 5°. 
Inclination data is transmitted to surface as a series of pressure 
pulses, the number of which corresponds to the vertical inclina-
tion. The pulses can be easily read on the driller’s pressure gauge 
without the use of additional surface equipment. As an additional 
service, a hard copy of the well data can usually be supplied by 
the mud logging company.
